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You are probably familiar with your child’s rights under the Individuals with Disabilities Act (IDEA), but did you
know that the protections under IDEA end when a student leaves high school? Once a student enters post-
secondary education, his or her personal protections transfer to either Title 1l or Title 11l of the Americans with
Disabilities Act (ADA) or Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act. It is critical that your student be aware of the
differences between rights under IDEA and the ADA or Section 504.

Title Il of the ADA covers state-funded vocational schools, colleges (including community colleges), and uni-
versities. Title Il of the ADA covers private post-secondary institutions. Section 504 applies to any school
that receives federal money, whether public or private. These laws prevent post-secondary institutions from
discriminating against students with disabilities in admissions and program accessibility.
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
