ADDITIONAL 2009 class note: As the DSM is about to be updated, I am sympathetic to the reality that you will have to buy a DSM-V quite soon (it happened to me as a grad student). So maybe see if you can get a small pocket version (I recommend wire bound not paperback—they fall apart very quickly). We’ll need to sort out getting everyone the additional text material in the full volume that’s not in the pocket versions.
Objectives: 
The primary objective of this course is to educate graduate psychology students in the conceptualization and organization of psychopathology. Time will be spent on important related topics such as clinical research, diagnostic interviewing, and case conceptualization. Substantive topics of interest will include the historical/cultural context in understanding psychopathology, the relative usefulness of descriptive psychiatry, psychoanalytic conceptualization and symptom reduction focused treatments: behavioral, cognitive, and biological.  It is expected that students will leave the course with both an understanding of the specifics of current DSM nosology as well an appreciation of the importance of a contextual understanding of psychopathology and the various treatments that flow from assumptions regarding the causes of psychological suffering and behavioral dysfunction.

Course format:

1. The 3-hour weekly seminar will be used (a) to discuss readings, (b) for lectures, (c) for the presentation of case examples, (d) to view an occasional video-taped example of assessment/treatment, and (e) for student presentations. Often, the seminar will be split into a didactic section and one of the other components. Didactic sections will be devoted to discussing readings and presenting supplemental materials while the remaining portion of class will generally be used for one of the other activities.

2. Students are expected to complete assigned readings prior to class and the discussion seminar format of the course requires that students engage in the exchange of ideas in order to facilitate their own and others’ learning.

3. Each student will present for 20 minutes on the topic of his/her required paper. These presentations will take place on the last two class periods. The topic of the presentation/paper is open but needs to be cleared by the instructor. The topic should be of interest to the student but of broad enough scope to be relevant to the course. For example, contrasting behavioral and dynamic treatments of behavioral compulsions is fine while the impact of nutritional deprivation on the development of pica is probably too narrow.

4. Final versions of papers are due at week 15. Papers should be no less than 10 pages (double spaced, 1” margins).

Grading Procedures:

Students are expected to demonstrate engagement with the material of the class (as shown by reading prior to class, asking topic relevant questions, and participating in class discussions).  Failure to participate in class will lead to a grade no higher than a B. Students will also be assessed on their degree of preparation in their class presentation and will be independently graded for the quality of written expression. Students will be given episodic single question quizzes. These brief quizzes will be from the reading assignments for the current week and will occupy the first 10minutes of class period. There will also be a midterm and final examination. To de-emphasize a ‘cramming’ mindset, the midterm and final are give somewhat less weight compared to the other performance aspects of the course.
